Perhaps it would be best to allow candi-

dates to judge their own qualifications in harmony with MANUAL  provisions: 

F.  Church Officers.  39.  We direct our local churches to elect as church officers only persons who 

profess the experience of  entire sanctification and whose lives bear public witness to the grace of God that 

calls us to a holy life; who are in harmony with the doctrines, polity, and practices of the Church of the Naza-

rene; and who support the local church faithfully in attendance and with tithes and offerings.  (113.8-13.9, 

127, 147, 148) 

The nominating committee could distribute a form to each prospective nominee, giving each individual 

opportunity for either being considered or gracefully declining.  The following suggested form would include, 

but not exceed, the legal specifications of the MANUAL :
