New and exciting changes in our NMI curriculum that will utilize the 
advancements in technology to enhance our ability to share current, up-to-
date information from our mission areas.  Be looking for the arrival of Living 
Mission. 

ENGAGE Magazine (described below).  You can sign-up to receive this 
through email or on Facebook.  It is a constantly updated collection of 
stories and news events occurring on our mission fields. 

Log on to www.nazarenemissions.org  or www.nazarene.org to browse the 
various pages of information. 

On the above-listed sites, especially check out the world region websites. 

Search the web by Google, etc., for listings of our world area schools and 
medical facilities.  For example, check out Kudjip Nazarene Hospital in 
Papua, New Guinea.  They have a great website to share about the 
ministry there. 

If you havenôt read the mission books for 2009-2010, ask your NMI president 
to get you a book.  There are six of them each year.  You have plenty of 
time to get them read before the end of the church year.

When most people think of the word ñmagazine,ò they imagine flipping printed 
pages. But ñmagazineò can refer to a type of content. 
  

Engage is a Web site format containing magazine-style contentðstories about people, articles delving into our 
churchôs mission strategies, mission book reviews submitted by readers, how-to articles, photo packages, and 
personal reflection essays. Its target audience is every Nazarene, especially lay people. 
  
NMI presidents will find the magazine useful as a portal to easily find stories to promote mission in their churches. 
Theyôll also find links to mission Web sites, missionary blogs, regional and field newsletters and Web sites, and 
Nazarene mission stories in other places on the Internet. 
  
Engage magazine offers two ways that NMI presidents and councils can use it to help engage their churches in 
mission involvement and passion: 
  
First, share the stories with your church family by:  

¶ playing the audio recorded interviews during small groups or mission services; 

¶ creating a mission news e-mail chain and forward mission stories to people who sign up; 

¶ printing off Engage stories to pass out at church;  

¶ putting a note in the bulletin inviting church members to sign up for the Engage e-newsletter; 

using Engage information in your mission presentations. 

 
Second, tell the stories of your churchôs involvement in missions through Engage.  

¶ Register to write a story of how God is drawing your church into Christôs mission to the world. 

¶ Create a photo essay depicting an outreach, mission trip, fundraiser or prayer ministry in action. 

¶ Review an interesting mission book or video. 

¶ Encourage your church family to contribute their mission stories and essays, too.
