Distinguished Service Awards (DSA) and MRs done online are fast ï 3-11 business days compared to 

4-6 weeks for mail. 

 

 >  Order DSAs and MRs online at:  www.nazarenemissions.org and click on Missionary Health Care. 

 

 >  If you need DSA or MR in less than 11 days time, check the ñExpress ship this itemò box found near 

the top of the order summary on the first page of your shopping cart.  There is a $20.00 fee for express ship-

ments. 

 

>  When ordering DSAs and MRs online, you must use the ñChurch Searchò function at the bottom of 

the shopping cart page for your church to receive its Ten Percent Credit.  Many churches have similar names 

or the official name of your church might be listed differently than what you call it.  Using the church search 

function is the only way to ensure the church you designate will receive their Ten Percent Credit. 

 

 >  The order page for DSAs and MRs times out after about 20 minutes.  Thus, it is helpful to have all 

your order information handy and ready to enter when you log on the site.  For reference, use the order forms 

included in the District NMI Convention packet or down loaded from the NMI Web site.
