Missionary Health Care (MHC) is an opportunity to help with the health care costs of Nazarene missionaries.  

MHC allows missionaries to focus on their work without raising funds to pay for medical care.  The money comes from 

Distinguished Service Awards (DSAs), Memorial Rolls (MRs), Gifts from the Heart, or plate offerings. 

The cost of keeping missionaries healthy so they can do their jobs is quite high, and the cost continues to rise.  To 

help defray those costs, the Nazarene Missions International developed  the NMI Missionary Health Care. 

Missionary Health Care helps pay for the medical expenses of Nazarene missionaries.  It accounts for about 25% 

of the total medical expenses (approximately $500,000). 

Did You Knowé 

 Though there are several insurance companies that offer worldwide coverage under their plans, the Church of the 

Nazarene has chosen to continue coverage via a self-funded plan for economic reasons. 

 Those expenses total approximately $2.9 million each year. 

The Distinguished Service Award recognizes someone (living) who has served or is serving the church.  It may be 

presented by the church or a group within the church (not individuals).  The Memorial Roll is a record of people who 

have been memorialized by gifts to the Medical Plan.  It is kept in the General NMI Office and is a significant way to 

honor the deceased (members of the local church or not) and may be presented by groups or individuals.  Both of these 

honors are accompanied by attractive certificates stating the recipient and ï in the case of a DSA ï the reason for presen-

tation.

Gifts from the Heart is a facet of Medical Plan that allows individuals to give to Missionary Health Care.  People 

may be honored or memorialized with an attractive card noting the monetary gift to Missionary Health Care (the donor 

chooses the amount).  Look for the display in your church.  Take a card from the rack and follow the instructions.  If you 

do not see a Gifts from the Heart display at your church, ask your local NMI president. 

Through plate offerings or Faith Promise giving, the whole church helps provide for the medical needs of Naza-

rene missionaries.  Every church is encouraged to support NMI Missionary Health Care annually. 

 Offerings for Missionary Health Care should be appropriately marked and mailed to Global Treasury Services 

(formerly the General Treasurer).  All money given for the NMI Missionary Health Care is used directly for the mission-

ariesô health care and qualifies as Ten Percent Giving credit.
