 ñActions speak louder than words.ò  This is an expression that most of us have used at one time or 

another.  Many times it is only ñactionò that speaks at all.  The scripture background for the action of Mary is 

found in John 12:1-8. 

 Jesus had been hiding because his religious and political enemies had issued orders for His arrest.  As 

the time for His death drew near, Jesus came out of his wilderness retreat and went to Bethany.  It was in 

Bethany that Mary, Martha, and Lazarus lived.  When Jesus came to the little village of Bethany, which was 

near Jerusalem, his friends held a dinner party for Him. 

 Martha was extremely busy serving the guests.  But it was Mary that demonstrated to all present that 

ñactions speak louder than words.ò  She took nearly a pound of expensive perfumed oil and anointed Jesusô 

feet.  It was the head that was normally anointed.  Her action was an expression of deep humility and complete 

devotion. 

 Mary not only poured the perfumed oil on the feet of Christ, but she used 

her hair to wipe it off.  This is an extravagant out-of-self abandonment, for no 

respectable Jewish woman unbound her hair in public.  Only women with a sordid 

reputation wore their hair down in public.  Mary was not concerned with what 

people might think.  She loved her Lord and wanted to demonstrate her love for 

Him. 

 Maryôs actions would remind all of us that Christ is the real ñFragrance of Lifeò who permeates His 

Church and reaches the extremities of the world.  The Bible tells us that Maryôs act of love would not be 

forgotten. 

 From this story, the Alabaster program in the Church of the Nazarene is based.  The Alabaster Offering 

is unlike all other offerings.  It is like ñperfume moneyò not spent on ourselves but given to Jesus.  These love 

gifts (Alabaster monies) are transformed into buildings and property sites as holiness evangelism centers 

around the world.
