Director by October 1, 2008 

(20) Offered a Sunday School class or small group specifically for youth 

(15) Had at least one organized youth activity per quarter (afterglow, bowling, NYI party, retreat, etc.) 

(20) Had a local NYI organization in accordance with Manual, 2005-2009, par. 810. 

(20) Had weekly youth meetings (besides Sunday School) 

(15) Reported at least a 5% gain in NYI membership on the annual Pastorôs Report 

(20) Sponsored a Youth Week or weekend promotion which included a Sunday service  with a youth emphasis 

(10) Had a team or individuals who participated in teen Bible Quizzing
