Funding the Mission

Beginning with the start of the 20162011 assembly year, every local church worldwide is challenged to give at least
5.5% of its income to the World Evangelism Fund. In the USA, churches give another 2% to P & B, 2.5% to their
regional university, as well as funding their district ministries.

Since the early 1920s, local Nazarene churches have pooled resouiicbadgetsi in order to accomplish more. These

budgets support worl dwide mission outreach. The 2005 Ge
raising funds based on currentyear income. It is a new philosophy on funding the global mission of the Church of the
Nazarene Ato make Christli ke Disciples in the Nations. 0

As has been the case with every budget formula change in the last 30 years, a larger percentage of resources will stay
at the local level. Seventjive percent of USA churches will enjoy this benefit. While the new formula allocates $13.5
million less to WEF than the old formula (a 25% decrease), our global mission is becoming more effective. The
Church of the Nazarene will thrive, as it has now for more than 100 years, by the generosity of its churches and mem-
bers.

In the new giving plan, the Board of General Superintendents and the General Board have asked local churches to
give 5.5% of total local income to WEF. (All contributions to WEF and Mission Specials will be subtracted from
church income before the allocation percentage for WEF is applied.) Churches that reach or give beyond that goal
will be recognized as follows:

WORLD EVANGELISM CHURCH: Churches that give 5.5% of their income to WEF have met the base goal in
their support of the global mission. These churches
sion (formerly known as Stewardship churches).

WORLD EVANGELISM CHURCH OF EXCELLENCE: Churches that give 5.7% (or $1,500, whichever is
l ess) to WEF. This giving parallels former AWEF ovVe
world areas and new works in the USA and Canada.

Additionally, local churches will be recognized for reaching giving goals beyond WEF:

MISSION 10% CHURCH: Churches that give 10% or more of local church income to WEF and approved Mis-
sion Specials and that reach giving goals for P&B, educational institutions, and district support. Addition-
ally, the number of consecutive years the churches reach this goal will be tracked (formally recognized as
Honor Roll churches).

MI SSI ON 15, 20, 25, 30¢: Some generous churches give fa
travagant levels of giving will receive recognition for every increment of 5% beyond Mission 10 status.
