Olivet Nazarene University   
Alumni and friends of Olivet Nazarene University traveled from far and 

wide to play a part in Olivetôs 100-year birthday celebration during 

Homecoming 2007, Nov. 1-4.  Along with all the traditional 

Homecoming activities, several special events took place to 

commemorate the Centennial. A special groundbreaking ceremony took 

place for Centennial Chapel following the annual Homecoming chapel 

service on Friday.  Dr. Bowling announced that the 3000-plus seat 

chapel would be named after Betty and Kenneth Hawkins ó53, because they were among the first to ñcatch 

the visionò for the chapel and signified their support with a gift of $6.5 million. Other Centennial events 

included a concert featuring soloists and instrumentalists from across the decades, a fireworks display shot 

from Snowbarger field, and a birthday celebration on Saturday night. In sports, the Tigers had a successful 

weekend as the women's volleyball (vs. Taylor University), womenôs basketball (vs. Mid-America 

Nazarene University), menôs basketball (vs. Rochester College) and football (vs. McKendree College) 

teams were each victorious over their opponents. Several were recognized during the weekendôs festivities, 

including Dr. David P. Wilson ô72 and Richard Reedy ô67, recipients of the 2007 ñOò Awards.  Each year, 

one ministerial and one lay person are chosen for this award from nominations submitted to the Alumni 

Board for representing the ideals of the University and distinguishing themselves in their professional 

fields. Also recognized were the family of Ed and Minnie Richards, the founders of Olivet who sacrificed 

nearly everything they possessed to establish an institution of Christian higher education. Concluding the 

weekend was a special Centennial Worship Service, followed by Sunday Brunch. Dr. John C. Bowling, 

University President, brought the address, and special music included a performance by more than 300 

current and former Orpheus Choir members who had gathered for a special reunion on Saturday.
